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The Woe’s of a flawless day, 
 

As I have traveled across our great nation going to boat shows from coast to coast, 
one thing that has not escaped the scenery is a boat trailer sitting on the side of the 
road. Either with a flat tire, burned up bearings or sitting on the axle because of not 
having a spare tire. 
 
As we spruce up the old boat with either new varnish, an engine, chrome or just pull-
ing it out of storage for the winter not many thoughts are given to our old friend that is 
entrusted to carry our prize possession down the highway for many miles. Just an    
afternoon of some easy maintained and a couple of bucks can save many headaches; 
not too mention some real money. While washing your trailer, how are the tires? Do 
they have check marks in the sidewalls? If so, time for a new set. Make sure they are 
marked for trailer usage and not automobile. There is a difference.  The tread may be 
plentiful, but the tires have dried out and really should not be relied upon. How’s the 
air pressure?  When was the last time the bearings have been repacked and or re-
placed? Depending on the amount of usage, it doesn’t hurt to have them repacked 
once a year. If you are replacing them, keep a spare set with the boat/trailer that way 
you always have a spare on the road for when everything is closed or no one around. 
How are the bolts? Take just a few minutes to go around and tighten them. It is amaz-
ing how many I have seen and worked on that the axle mount bolts were loose and or 
missing. How about those lights? There is nothing more frustrating than hooking up a 
trailer just to find out there is a short and you are ready to leave to go boating. Check 
the wiring and keep a couple of spare bulbs handy. Some of the newer trailers have 
what’s called A Sealed unit. These are real simple because all you do is just replace 
the whole housing if the bulb is burned out. It snaps in and out with just a little effort. 
While you are examining your trailer check out the condition of the bunks and carpet; 
the lumber you can get from your local lumber yard, Home Depot or Lowe’s. The car-
pet can be gotten at the same place or a local marine store usually has this in stock. 
With just a little time and money your boating trip can be very enjoyable and trouble 
free. So with this little thought, don’t forget the tools and jack.
