“Blow, blow thou winter wind. Thou are not so 
unkind”.  Well… with apologies to William 
Shakespeare, winter can be unkind, even mean, 
especially if you failed to winterize your boat. 
Similarly to the preventive maintenance we 
perform on our cars, the winterization process 
on a boat can help you avoid more expensive 
repair bills. Here is a quick primer on what is 
entailed in winterization, and most importantly, 
why the actions are necessary...Cont’d on pg.

1. Drain block and water manifold. Failure to perform this small task 

could result in a cracked manifold or block if your boat encounters 
freezing temperatures.  Remove petcocks or drain plugs to drain the 
block and manifold.  If water does not come out take a wire and put it 
into the hole to loosen any blockage.  Petcocks do not always allow all 
of the water to drain.  After draining re-install the drain plugs so the en-
gine is ready to run. Also drain the water pump if it has a drain plug..  

2. Drain and refill the engine crankcase and transmission housing 
with fresh oil. Replace the oil filter.  Storing the boat with fresh lubri-
cants will help to avoid the acids and vanishes that develop when con-
densation and dirty lubricants combine over time. These acids and van-
ishes are the enemy of bearing and gasket life.  

3. Replace the fuel filter and check for contaminants in the fuel.  
When you replace the fuel filter, lubricate the filter gasket with a little 
engine oil to ensure a correct seal. Drain the fuel filter into a clear con-
tainer where you can examine the contents for any water, or sediment 
from a corroding fuel tank.  

4. Fill the fuel tank while adding an appropriate amount of fuel stabi-
lizer. Filling the tank will allow less surface area for condensation to 
form. Adding the stabilizer will help prevent the natural breakdown of 
gasoline that occurs in as little as 60 days.  

5. Disconnect the battery cables and check the terminals for rust or 
corrosion. Disconnecting the cables will slow the natural self                                                                          
discharging that occurs over time.  

6. Remove the spark plugs and fog the cylinders with a fogging oil.  
Fogging the cylinders will help prevent rust forming from condensa-
tion, thereby preserving cylinder walls, and piston rings.  Re-install the 
existing spark plugs.  In the spring replace the spark plugs after running 
the engine.   

7. Drain and clean the bilge as necessary. A dry and well ventilated 
bilge will help retard the microorganisms that lead to expensive dry rot.  

A typical winterization effort will take only a few hours, but it is time well 
spent if you want to protect your valuable investment.  An added benefit is 
that when spring arrives, you have less work to get your craft ready for the 
boating season.
